COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

ART 143 - SpTp: Contemporary Art in a Multicultural Society

ENLT 266 - Film Criticism

THTR 410-2 - AdvTp: Stage Combat

This course introduces students to the theory and practical application of techniques for creating safe and believable violence for the stage.  Participants will study and perform both armed and unarmed 

fights.  Weapons will include quarter staff, broad sword, rapier, rapier and dagger.  Students will also research the history of specific weapons and the techniques associated with their use.  Combatants will 

create several fights to demonstrate their proficiency with different techniques and the course culminates in an extended multi weapon fight that serves as the final exam for the class.

When it comes to movies, everyone is a critic, or at least it sometimes seems this way.  But how does one develop the expertise to comment intelligently about a film, without being an experienced director 

or producer?  This course provides students with a critical vocabulary regarding film terms and techniques, and it also offers students a variety of theoretical perspectives from which to view and write about 

cinematic art.  In addition, students will gain a fundamental understanding of film genres such as screwball comedy, science fiction, horror, the Western, film noir, and the musical.  Among the films we will 

view and discuss are Orson Welles’ Citizen Kane and Touch of Evil, Alfred Hitchcock’s Vertigo and Rear Window, William Wyler’s It Happened One Night, John Ford’s The Searchers, Michael Cortiz’s 

Casablanca, Stanley Kubrick’s Dr. Strangelove, Stephen Spielberg’s Close Encounters of the Third Kind, Billy Wilder’s Double Indemnity, Howard Hawks’s Bringing Up Baby, Merrian C. Cooper’s and 

Edward Schoedsack’s King Kong (the 1933 original), and Stanley Donen’s and Gene Kelly’s Singin’ in the Rain.

Readings, lectures, discussions and museum visits may include topics via art images such as American identity, definitions of family, 

discrimination, racism, homophobia, war and public art. The course includes a studio component in which students will create a series of diverse works based on these discussions and personal experience 

as well as participate in individual and group critiques.
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
