How to select cable in classrooms:


1. Newer classrooms (rooms 142, 143, and 147): 

Access to channel changing is on the touch screen. 
-  (log in to computer is not necessary)

- Turn touch screen on by touching it, the projector will come on.


- Select or (They work the same.) 

- Select up and down arrows for channel changes (bottom of touch screen)

- Select volume up and down arrows (right side of touch screen)

- Channel change numbers are only on projected screen (you won’t see the numbers on   

   touch screen)

- Select channels 14, 20, 21, 28, or 29 (see channel information below)

2. Rooms with older technology (Rooms : 141, 144, 145B, 148, 152)

The channels are changed on the face of the VCR

Rooms 141, 144, 148:

· (log in to computer is not necessary)

· Turn touch screen on by touching it

· Select DVD/VCR  or VCR on touch screen

·  Turn volume up or down on right side of touch screen

· Change channels on the DVD/VCR unit (located in tower, or under computer, or doc-cam). You will see the channel numbers on the projected screen only, NOT on the DVD/VCR unit.

· To exit, either click X exit on touch screen and then turn off projector from touch screen, or click “system OFF” on touch screen.

More Complex Rooms: 145B & 152:

Room 145B:


- On   turn projector ON (left side)


(wait until the blinking stops before you try to push anything else)


- On “Input selection”, you should push 


-Adjust volume with knob

-The  DVD/VCR  equipment should be ON


Select either DVD or VCR (video) – they work the same


you can change the channels with the small round + and - buttons on the right


The channel number appears on the left and on the projected screen


Select channels 14, 20, 21, 28, or 29. (See channel information below)

· To exit, as a courtesy, switch input selection back to “laptop” and then projector OFF.

Room 152:

- On   turn power on, and click  


(if there is no sound, it is a good indicator that the AUX button is not pushed in)


-Adjust volume with big knob

-On  push on button under “projector” 


(wait until the blinking stops before you try to push anything else)


- On “Input selection”, you should push 


-The  box equipment should be OFF


-The box equipment should be ON


- On the VCR equipment, you will change the channels with the small round 
buttons on  the right of the blinking 0:00 (up and down arrows)


-The channel number appears on the left of the blinking 0:00 and on the projected 
screen


-Select channels 14, 20, 21, 28, or 29. (See channel information below)
